» HEARING ON ARTICLE 370

J&K had surrendered
sovereignty upon
accession: Govt to SC

New Delhi, August 24

THE CENTRE ON Thursday
told the Supreme Court that
the state of Jammu and Kash-
mir had fully surrendered its
sovereignty to the Union of

India upon accession and the.

petitioners who have chal-
lenged changes made to Article
370 have confused internal
sovereignty with autonomy,
which every state has.

“The petitioners are con-
fusing internal sovereignty
with autonomy. (As for) exter-
nal sovereignty, nobody can
dispute that it is with the
Union of India,” Solicitor Gen~
eral Tushar Mehta told a five-
judge Constitution bench
headed by CJI D Y Chandra-
chud.

“Internal sovereigntyinthe
facts of our case, and in the
Constitutional structurewhich
we haveaccepted, would mean
autonomy of the federating
units and which autonomy is
there with every state,” Mehta
submitted.“It’s actually there
with every institution; like we
are theautonomous authority
to decide a Constitutional
issue,” the CJ1 remarked. “But
we can’t say internal sover-
eignty vests with us. We are an
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independent autonomous
institution under the Consti-
tution”

The CJI also told Attorney
General R Venkataramani,
who, while opening the argu-
ments for the Centre on Thurs-
day, said the running theme of
his submissions will be on bal-
ancing between losing the
nation and preserving the
Constitution, that “one cannot
postulatea situation where the
ends justify the means”.

Mehta cited from the
Proclamation issued by Karan
Singh [son Kashmir’s erstwhile
ruler Hari Singh] on November
25,1949, to buttress his argu-
ment that the sovereignty was
completely given up to the

Union of India. $-G Mehta
pointed out to the bench, also
comprising Justices S KKaul,
Sanjeev Khanna,BRGavaiand
Surya Kant,that proclamation,
said that the Government of
Indian Act, 1935, which until
then governed the Constitu-
tional relationship between
J&K and the Dominion of
India, will stand repealed. It
stated that the “Constitution of
India shortly to be adopted by
the Constituent Assembly of
India shall, in so far as it is
applicable to the State of
Jammu and Kashmir, govern
the Constitutional relation-
ship between this State and the
contemplated Union of India
and shall be enforced in this
State by me, my heirs and suc-
cessors inaccordance with the
tenor of its provisions” and
“the provisions of the said
Constitution shall,as from the
date of its commencement,
supersede and abrogate all
other constitutional provi-
sions?”

Mehta told the court,“This
is beyond any Instrument of
Accession (IoA) ormerger. This
is accepting supremacy of our
Constitutionand surrendering
sovereignty to the Constitu-
tion,where the sovereign is'We
the people of India’’

However, the Indian Med-
ical Association (IMA) and
Indian Pharmaceutical
Alliance (IPA) had expressed
concernoverthe NMC making
it mandatory to prescribe
generic medicines saying this
was not feasible because of the
uncertainty about their qual-

ity.

They also suggested that
registered medical practition-
ersshould be allowed toattend
conferences sponsored by
pharmaceutical companies or
theallied health sector.

They said the regulation
barring doctors from attend-
ing conferences sponsored by
pharma companies warrants
reconsideration and also
demanded that associations
and organisations should be
exempted from the purview of
NMC guidelines.
